Sheriff’s Department information – no new information to report
Chairman – I was invited to sit in on the interface segment for the new CAD system and will look into the cost for departments to get onto the system.  
I was also able to sit in on a webinar with Carl regarding mapping.

A meeting will take place, possibly sometime in November, for fire, police and EMS, to discuss needs for each of the agencies.

There will be a meeting on 11/3, 6:30pm at the FTC on Emergency Reporting Software.
 The open house at the Sheriff’s Department went well.

Vice Chairman – There will be a “Supervisor briefing” at 9am on October 29th held in conjunction with FF2 at the FTC. Invitations will be going out and we welcome the Board of Supervisors, Fire Chiefs, Town Board members, County Department Heads etc.
Radio Committee – Chief’s will be contacted soon regarding radio refreshers. Host departments will need to reach out to their out of county mutual aid departments with dates and times for radio re-programming and refreshers.
Hazmat Committee – no new information to report
Mutual Aid – no new information to report
Personnel Committee – no new information to report
Fire Training Center – The burn building lock is missing and there is a hole in the stairway.
I haven’t received a price quote from the welder for repairs needed in the burn building, so I will look elsewhere for a quote. The burn building is now 10+ years old and is in need of repairs, they are being addressed.

The smoke house has had a few renovations made here and there by MacBoston as they use it.
The pump is out of service for the winter.

Legislative Committee information – The Governor has not called for several bills submitted for the fire service.
Budget Committee- no additional information to report 
Recruitment and Retention – FASNY said the tuition reimbursement program will continue. Art attended the NYS Association of Counties Conference.  One of the break-out meetings was regarding the recruitment and retention of volunteer firefighters and what the counties can do to help. Anita Daley was asked to moderate.  I provided her with the symposium document we put together two years ago and we were able to discuss items such as paid on call as is done in the southern states.
The Senate approved giving the states a $600 property tax credit for fire and EMS volunteers. The approval process will go from there.
There are still no numbers from FASNY on Recruit NY.  A discussion took place regarding the recruiting and retention of volunteers. 
There is a committee called Moving Forward, made up of major fire service organizations, districts, FASNY, chiefs, coordinators, OFPC and a representative from the paid service, which discuss challenges facing the fire service today.

Old Business – The low radio volume issue seems to be improving to some degree.  If there are concerns, the Sheriff’s dispatch should be contacted asap and email Steve Gordon.
Daily announcements will not be able to be sent out in writing at this time, but Fire and EMS will go out at the same time, four times a day.
A discussion took place regarding the CAD system project status.
IamResponding can be set up so departments can view personnel responses and apparatus status.
